Daredevil climber Alain Robert, known as the French Spiderman, stood strong winds and rain to climb the world＇ tallest skyscraper, Taipei 101, Saturday.

Robert, dressed in red rain jacket, tights and climbing shoes, climbed up ropes hung down the side of the 101-storey, 1,667-foot office tower, reaching the top in around four hours. “It was a very big moment and I felt a lot of satisfaction though I was so tired and nearly all of my muscles were painful. I felt completely eased.” said Robert after taking the ride down in one of the tower’s lifts, the world’s fastest.

Several hundred on-lookers and shoppers gathered at the base of the tower watching and cheering Robert’s progress through live pictures on a large television screen. At times he disappeared from view as clouds passed by the top of the tower surrounding the upper stories.

The 42-year-old Frenchman has covered scores of well-known structures around the world including the Empire State Building and the Eiffel Tower — without permission or any safety equipment or ropes.

This time Robert was wearing a harness (背带) fastened to safety ropes for the entire climb. He used the ropes to pull himself up most of the way, using his hands and feet to climb up the walls for only short sections. He said that the management had requested he wear the ropes and safety equipment, which had also become necessary due to the rain making the windows and frames very slippery. Robert said he would not carry his equipment the next time.

Aboriginal is a term used to describe the people and animals that lived in a place from the earliest known times or before Europeans arrived. Examples are the Maori in New Zealand, the Aborigines in Australia and the Indians in South America.
Maori

The Maori were the first people to go to New Zealand about 1,000 years ago. They came from the islands of Polynesia in the Pacific. They brought dogs, rats and plants with them and settled mainly on the Northern Island. In 1769, Captain James Cook took possession of the Island, and from that time on British people started to settle. The Maori signed an agreement with these settlers, but in later years there were arguments and battles between them over land rights.

Aborigine

Native people of Australia came from somewhere in Asia more than 40,000 years ago. They lived by hunting and gathering. Their contact with British settlers began in 1788. By the 1940s, almost all of them were mixed into Australian society as low-paid workers. Their rights were limited. In 1976 and 1993 the Australian government passed laws that returned some land to the Aborigines and recognized their property rights.

Indians

Long before the Europeans came to America in the 16th century and the 17th century, the American Indians, or Native Americans, lived there. It is believed that they came from Asia. Christopher Columbus mistook the land for India and so called the people there Indians. The white settlers and American Indians lived in peace at the beginning, but conflicts finally arose and led to the Indian Wars（1866－1890）. After the war the Indians were driven to the west of the country. Not until 1924 did they gain the right to vote.

Clay Art-Pottery Studio, Gezhi Cinema, Battery Lending Limited Co ... You’d never doubt that these companies have bosses and employees who are teenage students. But they soon will.

On December 17, around 200 students from Shanghai high school competed to win the chance to get into business. Each team promoted the products that their future companies will manufacture and market.

Clay Art-Pottery Studio, thought up by 30 students from the Second Affiliated High School of East China Normal University, won first place for their products and practical business plan.

“I’ve taken a course called Business Challenge in my school and learned some basic career development skills. So, my friends and I searched for products that would be profitable,” says Art-Pottery Studio CEO, Senior 2 Boy Zhou Yuchen.

Everything seems difficult in the beginning and Zhou found their products no exception. They came up with many other ideas before clay art was proposed by students from the school’s DIY (Do It Yourself) association. Soon, over 20 students joined the program.

“Many of our staff are DIY members who are enthusiastic and good at making things with clay,” Zhou explained.
To discover what clay products might sell well, they did a survey among their fellow students and people on the street. “Most showed an interest in bracelets, necklace and pots. Clay can be shaped easily and when dry, modeled objects are hard, so we can produce whatever the market tells us,” said marketing manager Zhang Sijia, 16.

The team worked out a detailed plan with the help of two experienced employers from General Electric Co. in Shanghai.

After winning the local competition, Zhou and his staff are preparing to put their plan into operation. At first, they will buy ready-made products instead of making their own, due to busy school work.

“It’s a final test to see if we can make our company run well. On January 21 next year, we will compete with other schools in Beijing to win 5,000 yuan in start-up funds. ” Zhou said.

American Thomas Schilling and Israeli-American Robert Amman shared the 2005 Nobel Prize in economics. Both men have greatly influenced the way conflict and business negotiations are carried out.

The two men were honored for their work in developing an economic idea. It is called game theory.

Game theory began as the study of decision-making in competitive situations, like games. John von Neumann and Oscar Morgenstern linked the theory of games with economic activities more than sixty years ago.

In the 1950s, John Nash developed an idea known as the Nash equilibrium (平衡). The Nash equilibrium is the point where all sides in a competitive situation believe they have been given the best offer they will ever get. He proved this with mathematical methods.

Mr. Nash won the Nobel Prize in economics with two other men in 1944.

Mr. Schilling used the ideas of game theory to study real-life problems, such as the arms competition between the United States and the former Soviet Union forty years ago. He was interested in what influenced negotiating groups. He showed how one side might decide to harm its interests for a short period of time to make gains over a longer period. Mr. Schilling also used game theory to show how people become divided by race. He found that divided societies can result even among persons mostly willing to live near people of another race.

Mr. Amman developed game theory mathematically so that it can be useful for different areas of study. He showed that peaceful cooperation can provide good results for all competitors in a game over a long period. This is true even among competitors with a temporary conflict of interest. Mr. Amman also considered how reasonable decisions are made among groups. He showed that knowing what competitors know is important to decision-making.

The work of both men has influenced areas of study other than economics. International negotiators, military planners, business leaders and biologists use methods developed by Mr. Schilling and Mr. Amman.

Mr. Schilling, an American, is a retired professor of the University of Maryland. Mr. Amman is a citizen of both the United States and Israel. He is a retired professor of the Hebrew University of Jerusalem.

While Chinese students are enjoying the arrival of a new clothes collection in the shops for the autumn, teenagers in the European Union (EU) may feel disappointed. Many of their new clothes from China were stopped at customs, waiting for permission to enter.

“We still don’t have enough varieties of autumn clothes, such as blouses and trousers,” said Paul Laurens, a top official at the Bestseller, the biggest textile (纺织品) company in Denmark. “This year there may not be any clothing under the Christmas trees,” he warned. 
But last Monday there was good news. A trade agreement was reached between the EU trade commission and China. According to the agreement, the two sides will make a great effort to get more clothes into Europe this year, in order to solve clothes shortages for the autumn.

The trade dispute (争议) was started after there was confusion over the textile quotas (配额) set by the EU trade commission. The quotas are meant to protect European textile-making factories from the threat of cheap Chinese goods.

Meanwhile, many European traders were worrying a lot about their losses caused by the dispute. “Most of us have paid for these Chinese clothes, but now it seems like money down the drain (下水道),” said a businessman in Britain.

“Considering the interests of EU importers, we decided to give a hand to reduce the losses,” said Bo Xilai, China’s Minister of Commerce.

Chinese textiles are much cheaper than those produced by European factories because of the low labour cost. So both European traders and consumers favor them.

However, many experts welcomed this agreement with reservations (保留). Digby Jones, a British official, said that to allow more goods to enter for just this year is not the real answer to the problem.

He suggested that the EU should allow freer entrance for Chinese goods and urged EU producers to adapt to the competition.
